The Ambassador program is designed to further BACH’s mission to unite public, private and non-profit partners in the Boston area, and address the gap between Boston residents and those partners. The Ambassador program will connect Boston residents with organizations in their community, while also raising awareness on policy issues directly affecting their neighborhood and encouraging resident participation in advocacy efforts related to community health improvement.
Program Mission:

Position Role:

We are looking for individuals from East Boston, Roxbury/Mission Hill, Jamaica Plain, South End or Dorchester who are already actively engaged in their neighborhoods and are able to connect with and mobilize community residents. Ambassadors will be provided with a stipend to continue the work they are doing and actively recruit and engage neighborhood residents in activities and policies related to the topics of BACH’s 5 strategic issues:

1. Racial and Ethnic Health Disparities 

2. Coordination and Integration of Healthcare and Community-Based Prevention Services

3. Trauma and Resilience
4. Health Education, Employment and Transportation
5. Immigrants, people of color, and other underrepresented populations in leadership roles and decision-making processes
Tasks & Responsibilities:

· Build a base of constituents (at least 5 neighborhood residents) who are ready to advocate for social justice and public health policy issues
· Join neighborhood coalition
· Attend, recruit and promote BACH activities in their community, including BACH Community Engagement & Membership Committee events

· Support outreach efforts through social media
· Attend 4-5 initial training sessions held on Saturdays. Once the initial trainings are completed, Ambassadors will attend a group meeting held once a month
· Commit to be Ambassador for the entire 2017 year

· Must have regular access to e-mail and social media (Facebook, Twitter and Instagram)

· Must live in one of the neighborhoods of: East Boston, Roxbury/Mission Hill, Jamaica Plain, South End or Dorchester
· Must be currently actively involved in their community
